An inspiring account of Courage and Service by two War-time students
of Hong Kong University
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Readers who were present at the 2nd Meeting of the
Medical History Interest Group would have heard from
a number of senior medical colleagues of their
experiences as War-time medical students studying in
Free China during the Second World War.

Now, we have the privilege to have a detailed account
written by two Malaysian doctors who came to Hong
Kong to study medicine and were caught up in the
turbulence of those times but emerged from their
experiences stronger and with greater commitment for

service, for the rest of their professional lives.

Prescriptions of Faith, written by Datin Seri Dr. Eleanor
Eu Gaik Choo and Dato' Seri Dr. Peter Tan Ewe Aik, a
husband and wife team, published in 2011, contain
amazingly vivid and detailed accounts of their
experiences as students in Hong Kong, of their escape
to China, and their life and studies in War-time China.
Their subsequent careers back in Malaysia are also

documented.

We are especially indebted to Dr. Eleanor Eu and
Dr.Peter Tan for their strong support to the HKMMS,
not only in contributing to the sponsorship of our lecture
room in memory of Professor Gordon King, but also in
donating a number of copies of their book to the
Museum Society.
